Problem:	Start application but only get hourglass, then nothing.


Solution:     	One or more of the .OCX files is not properly registered.


		Run the reg server as described below.











REGSVR32.exe


The  Cadet receiver software includes some .OCX files.  These files must be registered with Windows 95 to run properly.  The CADET installation program attempts to register these .OCX files automatically, but the process may occasionally fail.





In this case you may manually register the .OCX files.





OCX Files that are included with CADET:


Anibtn32.ocx


radio32.ocx


cd32.ocx





The .OCX files were copied to your C:\Windows\System directory during the installation process.





Your Driver disk has a sub-directory called “Diagnostics”.  In this directory you will find a file called “REGSVR32.exe”.   You must run Regsvr32.exe with the path of the file you want to register.








Example:   


Copy Regsvr32.exe to your C:\ drive  


Click on “START”


Click on “RUN”


Enter  regsvr32.exe C:\windows\system\anibtn32.ocx
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You should get a message that the .ocx has been properly registered.
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Follow the same steps to register each of the .OCX files.


Run the CADET.exe file and all should be wonderful!
